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Council Meets in Calahorra, Spain
Plans in Place for 2003 Conference

On 5 July 2002, under the leadership of President
Tomas Albaladejo, the ISHR Council met in
Calahorra, Spain, the birthplace of Quintilian, to
finalize plans for the 2003 ISHR Conference. The
conference will be held from 14-19 July, 2003, with
the first two days to be held in Madrid and the
remainder in Calahorra, a charming town in La Rioja
that was the site of a successful and well-attended
conference on Quintilian in 1995.

The Madrid sessions- will be held at the
Universidad Autonoma de Madrid, with a special
session to be held in the National Senate of Spain.
Participants will then be transported by coach for the
scenic drive north to Calahorra. With the splendid
logistical performance of their Spanish hosts, the
Council was convinced that this two-site arrangement
will be a great success.

Highlights of the conference include planned
plenary lectures by Lawrence Green, Michael
Winterbottom, Emilio Del Rio, Olga Tellegen, and
others. There will be a continuation of the ‘“Past
Present” Forum initiated in Warsawa and a special
session to mark the 20™ anniversary of Rhetorica.

The slate was chosen in accordance with the
constitutional requirements that nominations reflect
the international nature of the Society as much as
possible and that the President and Vice-President
shall be citizens of different countries. The Vice-
President elected in 2003 will succeed to the
presidency without election in 2005 and will oversee
organization of the 16" Biennial Conference in 2007.
Additional nominations may be made by petition to
President Tomas Albaladejo signed by any ten
members of the Society.

\ New Rhetorica Editor
The council extended its utmost thanks and praisc to
outgoing Rhetorica editor Peter Mack (Warwick
University) and welcomed Harvey Yunis (Rice
University) as the new editor. Prof. Mack presided
over a particularly successful period in the journal’s

history: the publication of 18 issues on time, the
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establishment of a common house style, the transition
from a print-only journal to a print and on-line
journal, the re-establishment of a multilingual book
review section. He happily reported that many people
consider Rhetorica the leading international journal
of the history of rhetoric, a reputation that should
continue under the leadership of Prof. Yunis.

News from the Nordic Network for the
History of Rhetoric

The second biennial conference of the NNRH
(‘Nordisk Netvaerk for Retorikkens Historie’) took
place in Helsinki, Finland, August 25-28, 2002.
Dealing with the topic “The Role of Rhetoric through
History”, twenty scholars from Denmark, Finland,
Norway, and Sweden presented their research on
“Confusion of Tongues and the Rule of Clarity in the
Finnish Enlightenment: H. G. Porthan (1739-1804)",
“Obscurity in Walden? Thoreau’s Animal Enigma
from a  Rhetorical  Perspective”,  “Philip
Melanchthon’s Rhetoric and 16th Century Danish
Poetry”, “The Art of Preaching Protestantism:
Rhetorical Principles in a John Donne Sermon”, “The
Rhetorical Organization of History Textbooks from
Denmark-Norway, 1770-1870”, “Erasmus and the
Virtuous Character in Renaissance Epistolography”,
and “Natural Rhetoric and the Art of Letter Writing in
18th Century Germany”, just to mention a few of the
titles of the papers read at the conference (see a full
list of speakers and papers at
http://www.nnrh.dk/NNRH/Helsinki.html). The next
*NNRH* conference will be held in Géteborg,
Sweden, in August of 2004.

The *NNRH* has just published the first
volume of its new series of Nordic Studies in the
History of Rhetoric: Ten Nordic Studies in the
History of Rhetoric, edited by Pernille Harsting and
Stefan Ekman (Copenhagen: NNRH, 2002). The ten
research articles cover a wide range of topics in the
history of rhetoric: from the cultivation of anti-
theoretical rhetoric in 10th century Russia to the cult
of body language in 20th century Denmark; from the
enthusiastic rediscovery of ancient rhetoric in the
Italian Renaissance to the moralistic rejection of
rhetorical effect in early Swedish novels; and from
Alexander Gottliecb Baumgarten’s rhetoric of

aesthetics to Henry David Thoreau’s rhetoric of ethics
and civil action. More information about the book, its
contents, its contributors, and its distribution is to be
found on the *NNRH* homepage:

Festschrift for John O. Ward

Long time ISHR member John O. Ward has been
honored with a collection of essays exploring the role
of rhetoric in promoting reform and renewal in the
Latin West from Peter Abelard (1079-1142) to Juan
Luis Vives (1492-1540). Rhetoric and Renewal in the
Latin West, 1100-1540 (Turnhout, Belgium: Brepols,
2003) is edited by Constant J. Mews, Cary J.
Nederman, and Rodney M. Thomson.

Ward, who has taught for many years at the
University of Sydney, has been an influential and
creative force in medieval and renaissance studies
both in Australia and internationally. This volume
opens with a personal memoir and bibliography of
Ward’s publications, as well as an overview of the
study of medieval rhetoric. The first of the three
sections, “Abelard and Rhetoric,” relates Abelard’s
rhetoric to his logic, his theology, and his relationship
to Heloise. A second section, “Voices of Reform,”
considers various writers (William of Malmesbury,
John of Salisbury, Richard FitzNigel, and William of
Ockham) who bring rhetorical techniques to bear
upon analysis of social conditions. A third section,
“Rhetoric in Transition,” deals with the evolution of
rhetorical theory between the late fourteenth and early
sixteenth centuries. The volume will be of interest not
just to specialists in rhetoric, but to all concerned with
issues of reform and renewal in European culture
during the period 1100-1540.
