HOW TO GET TO TÜBINGEN 
 
A) FOR ARRIVAL BY AIR: 

 
To Stuttgart Airport 

 
Stuttgart Airport (STR) is the nearest airport to 
Tübingen. Stuttgart, a medium-sized airport, is served on 
a regular basis by the major European airlines (such as 
Lufthansa, AirBerlin, KLM, Air France, BritishAirways, 
Scandinavian Airlines, Austrian Airlines, Swiss), but it 
also offers a limited number of overseas connections (as 
of late, there has been one non-stop connection daily to 
and from Atlanta, operated by Delta). Travel from or to 
overseas destinations often require changing planes at 
Frankfurt, Munich, Zürich, Amsterdam, Paris-Charles de 
Gaulle, London-Heathrow or other major European 
hubs.

How to get to Tübingen from 
Stuttgart Airport 

 
1) BY BUS (EASY AND INEXPENSIVE): 
 
Arrival on Monday to Sunday before 22:00 (10 pm) 
Take Bus No. 828 from the Airport. Frequent 
connections from Monday to Friday, mostly every 30 
minutes (schedule below), on Saturday and Sunday one 
bus per hour, beginning from 08:15, 09:15, ... to 22:15. 
The fare currently is € 6.35 (one way) per person, 
payable on the bus (change will be given).Tickets must 
be paid cash; cheques or credit cards are not accepted.

-Tübingen-Lustnau, Stuttgarter Straße (for Hotel 
Venezia) 

-Tübingen Pauline-Krone-Heim (for Hotels 
Barbarina, Meteora, Sand) 

-Tübingen Hölderlinstraße (for Gästehaus 
Albblick, Neue Aula and conference 
venue) 

-Tübingen Bus Terminal (Omnibusbahnhof, 
for Hotels Domizil, Krone, Hospiz, 
Am Schloss, Metropol) 

 
 

For other hotels, get off at Bus Terminal 
(Omnibusbahnhof); take a cab or city bus (new ticket 

required) to get to your hotel. 
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         Buses depart on the arrival hall level,  
 right outside terminal T1.

2) BY CAB (COMFORTABLE BUT EXPENSIVE): 
 
A cab (taxi) from Stuttgart Airport to Tübingen will cost 
about € 60 per car. Please call (++49) 7071/ 920 555 
(Taxi) or (++49) 7071/ 935 00 (Minicar). 
 

 
 

To Other Airports: 
 

Overseas participants may occasionally find it more 
convenient to book a flight to the bigger airports of 
Frankfurt (FRA) or Munich (MUC), both of which are 
situated within reachable distance to Tübingen and 
served by all major international airlines, and to take a 
train to Tübingen. 
 
 



GETTING TO TÜBINGEN FROM 
OTHER AIRPORTS 

 
1) FROM FRANKFURT AIRPORT: 
 
Purchase a ticket to Tübingen at the “DB-Schalter” 
(German Railway ticket counter). You will have to 
change trains a number of times. If you take a high–
speed train (IC or ICE, which is more expensive), you 
will need to change either at Mainz or at Mannheim 
(depending on the individual train). In any case you will 
need to change at Stuttgart Hauptbahnhof (Central 
Station) for trains to Tübingen (departing at least once 
per hour at 7: 22, 8:22, ... 23:22; about one hour journey 
time). 
 
The whole train ride from Frankfurt Airport to Tübingen 
will take about 2½ to 3 hours. 
 
 
2) FROM MUNICH AIRPORT: 
 
I) Purchase a ticket to Tübingen at the “DB Schalter” 
(German Railway ticket counter). 
 
II) Take the “S-Bahn” S 8 or S 1 to Munich Central 
Station (Hauptbahnhof) and change there for long-
distance trains. 
. 
III) On “IR” (InterRegio) trains: 
  change at Plochingen for Tübingen. 
    On IC or ICE (InterCity Express) trains: 
  change at Stuttgart Central Station  
  (Hauptbahnhof) for Tübingen.  
 
The whole trip from Munich Airport to Tübingen 
will take about four hours.You can check all train 
schedules interactively on-line at http://www.efa-bw.de 
 
 
B) FOR ARRIVAL BY TRAIN: 
 
Train connections to Tübingen will regularly involve 
changing at Stuttgart (see above). There are frequent, but 
not really speedy trains from Stuttgart to Tübingen 
(about 1 hour journey time). Stuttgart is connected to all 
major national and European destinations by frequent 
train services. 
. 
There are four TGV connections daily from Paris 
(departing Paris Est 7:25 am, 11:25 am, 3:25pm, 5:25 
pm; journey time 3:40 hours). You can check train 
schedules interactively on-line at www.efa-bw.de 
(see above). 
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C) FOR ARRIVAL BY CAR: 
 
Tübingen is best reached by car from Motorway A 8 
= E 52 (Karlsruhe – Stuttgart – Ulm – Munich - 
Salzburg). Take exit 52b Stuttgart – Degerloch in 
direction Tübingen, follow B 27 to Tübingen and use  
exits Tübingen Kliniken-Universität-Kunsthalle-Lustnau 
(access to city from the North) or Tübingen Zentrum 
(access from the South). 
. 
Warning: Tübingen, like many other German 
university towns, is not a car-friendly place. While 
it is easy to get to Tübingen by car, driving a car in 
Tübingen may be a frustrating and time-consuming 
experience, due to many one-way streets, pedestrian 
areas and loop roads, and above all to a permanent 
shortage of parking lots.
